The team captain responsibilities will include the
following:

e Coordinate the 4 practice sessions* by reserving your practice court time and
communicate that information to all team members. “Coaching” will not be
required. We will be happy to give the team captains some “practice” ideas for the
players. Contact the pro shop to book your practice court time (1 court/90 minutes
per session).

e Betheteam representative at each league match to complete the match scorecard
and submit the scores at the end of the match to the West Winds pro shop.

e Bethe contact point for the team members and contact the alternate player to fill
inif one of the full time players cannot make it to a match.

e Bethe contact point for West Winds regarding any league matter.

e Organize team snacks for matches or assign the duty to another parent.

In summary, the team captain will ensure that matchesrun smoothly, coordinate with their team
players, West Winds and the opponent team’s captain(s).

The winning team members will receive trophies at the conclusion of the season. The number of match
winswill determine winners. In the event of atie, the number of games won will determine the winners.
